The Rule of Thirds

High Camera Angle

adds interest andé



Makes the subject appear smaller, less 

important, weakeror more casual.



Low Camera Angle

adds interest andé



Makes the subject appear larger, more 

powerful and in control.



Leading Lines

direct the viewers eye into the pictureé



lead the eye in a directionand é



add interest.



Facing Room

Always leave more room in front of the 

subjectôs face than behind their head.

Facing room is the room the subject needs to 

look into, speak into, move into andé



. . .correct facing room will make the 

subject appear more comfortable.



Head Room

Avoid too much room above the subjectôs

head.
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head almost fill the 

space to draw the 

viewers attention to 

the face.
