4 LESSON 1

Defining a Dreamweaver site

The lessons in this book function within a Dreamweaver site. In Dreamweaver, you

work with a local site stored in a folder on your hard drive. When you are ready
to publish your site (see Lesson 11, “Publishing to the Web”), you also work with a
remote site, stored on your web host’s computer. The folder structures and files of

the two sites are essentially mirrors of each other.

First, set up your local site.

1 Open Adobe Dreamweaver CS4. If you have not previously opened

Dreamweaver CS4, you'll want to fill in the registration screen.

Choose Site > New Site and the Site Definition for DW CIB dialog box appears.
If the Advanced view isn’t selected, click Advanced.

This address is used for site relative links, and for i
the Link Checker to detect HTTP links that refer to
your own site.

Case-sensitive links: [ Use case-sensitive link checking

Cache: M Enable cache
The cache maintains file and asset information in
the site. This speeds up the Asset panel and link
management features.
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The Basic view of the Site Definition dialog box, while less technical, does
require that you enter more preliminary information. By choosing the Advanced
view, you need to set only a part of the site definition to get started.

Choose the Local Info category of the Site Definition dialog box, if necessary.
In the Site name field, type DW CIB, and press Tab.

Site names are listed in the Files panel and are typically related to a specific
project or client.

Next to the “Local root folder” field, click the folder icon. When the “Choose
local root folder for site DW CIB” dialog box opens, navigate to the DW CIB
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
