A/erbal Communication
AUsing words
AExchanging information using language
ANonverbal Communication
AHow we communicate without words
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Perception

APerception is the process of understanding
a message

AYou may receive a verbal or nonverbal
message from someone, but that message
has to make sense in order for it to be
received

AThe process of perception can change how
